LUKE wARM PEOPLE, ATTITUDES & POSITIONS

Jesus spoke very plainly about being
luke warm. The luke warm person will be
vomitad from God's mouth. With this stralght
forward warning, it would be logical to
presume only the ignorant would take luke
warm positions, would equivicate, would fail
to take positions and fight for them, or,
what is worse, fall to make dicisions. This
TIast category of "luke warmness” is an
ultimate evil,

A person who falils to make & decision,
especially when one should or must be made,
for whatever reason, makes a luke warm
response to the situation. In so failing to
do, they tie up other persons lives as well
as their own, and, because of the very naturs
of their indecision, in the area of their
indecision, they restrict and impeed growth
and progress for themselves and all involved.
They invaeriably harm themselves and others
throuch their lndecision.

As an example,; a child who 1s offered
ice cream or cake, and who can not meke up
its mind, or even 1f it wants either, impeeds
those waiting, temporairly makes others wait
on receiving their treat, and may wind up
geting nothing.

A person who can not decide whether to
accept a wedding proposal disrupts thelr
prospective spouse's life, the lives of the
members of both families, and may well loose
the beskt person ever to come into their life.

A person who straddles the fence on an
absolute, such as abortlon, allows babies to
be killed while trying to Justify taking
life. There can be mo justification, ewer,
for taking a life.

By its wery nature, failure to make a
dgecision is In actuality a decision to, in
the least, reject the offer, at the worst, to
accept an evil.

The person who "takes a rain check™ on
a marriage proposal has in actuality rejected
the marclage offer. There 1s no wedding
plarmed, no anticipation of life together in
Christ: only the potentisl of keeping a false
boge aliye in the heart of the other person
existe, and this is cruelty in its most
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sophisticated form. This is svil.

The child who can not decide which
treat it desires has, defactn, rejected the
opportunity to have either treat. lUsually,
the cholce is offered again, but somet
the offer is nulonger a choice betwsen 4
cream or cake, because one aor the other is

gy or the adult will make the choice for

2 child. 1In either instance, the child
rejected the first offer, and will have to
live with the results of that rejection.

The person who straddles the fance on
abortion defacto allows and therefore defacto
approves of abortion in at least some
instances.  fbortlon is  the intentional
killing of a child who iz still in the woumb.
Ay way you look at it, you wind wp with a
dead baby. This is wrong.

We all have to make decisions on a
daily besis. Even if our life is mopped out
and controlled by others, we decide whether
we will follow the direction of those in
control, or whether we will go our oun way or
zbel. e know the consegquences of making
decisions and following through with thesm.
It 1s also clear that falling to make a
decision 1s a decison, amd a rejection. It
is the equivicating mature of attempting to
auoid a decison or of its consequences, which
is repugnant, and this repugnance is so great
that God has this unigue reaction to it.

An evil person has made a decision, and
God can and does respect that person for
having the puts to reject Him. Tha ewil
person will go to Hell, but does so with ap
open and knowing mind. The good person
likewise made a decision, that of accept. |
God, and God respects and rewards the good
person for so doing, and brings them inte His
home and makes them a part of Himself. The
luke warm person, in attemptig to have =
little of Heaven and a little of that which
winds up putting one in Hell, simply rejects
God, but does so in an underhanded way, and
God has no respect for them. Since there is
no ewil in Heaven, such persoms chooss Hell,
evan iF it is by default; but they do =zo
without bonor, withowt guts, without euen
being foolish or prideful; they snivel their
way to destruction. That is why God can't
stand them. You don't have to be & zealat,
but you do have to take a stance.
